In certain vary rare situations, it may be possible to get a label to display
a corrupted image.
However, the system will recover itself in 5 seconds.

issues: To be addressed in the next release.

On the 4K input card, Connecting/Disconnecting a 4K60 4.2.0 source
causes a brief corruption (green hue on image) due to wrong colour scale
being applied, this is just for 1 second MAX.

On the 4K input card, enabling the TPG on the second input (4k30 via the
API) while a 4k60 4.2.0 source is connected to the first input channel will
have no effect due to the second channel being muted. This is because the
4K input card will only accept 1 x 4K60 or 2 x 4K30.

If you apply any crop to an input and you have a label turned on, and
then you then unplug or the source to that input is turned off. The label
will disappear and will not return until that input sees a valid source again.
So, when source loss colour is shown you will have no labels.

If you have labels applied on the AVIP card and also on an input window,
you are able to position the 2 labels so they overlap on screen. So, care

needs to be taken when applying labels on both the AVIP card and input
labels.

Setting Left or Right crop to an input can give a 2-pixel corrupted line on
the right-hand edge of your image. The workaround is to crop in multiples
of 4 pixels.

REST API values do not update until CLI read.

Internal test pattern defaults to 1280x720p instead of 1920x1080p.
